Peter McCrohan (Resident of Worman Road) raises concern regarding multiple trees down on Worman Road.
He has reached out for guidance from the local utility companies with no plan on rectifying the situation. Mr.

McCrohan is advised by the Township Committee to provide a list of trees/locations to Susan Lockwood (DPW
Liaison) for further assessment & discussion.
